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Dear school owner:  The Council for Higher Education Accreditation (CHEA) is forming an alliance of post-secondary institutions which agree to adhere to a common policy on transfer of credit.  The purpose is to curb practices whereby a receiving school (school to which a student transfers) denies credit for previous training based solely on the fact that

* It was received at a for-profit institution rather than a public or private non-profit institution;
* It was delivered in clock hours rather than credit hours; or
* It was received at an institution accredited by NACCAS.
