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Dear school owners and administrators,

Traditionally, NACCAS has referred in Visit Reports to areas where the school is currently not in compliance with accreditation requirements as "limitations." To invoke a more constructive approach to citing areas needing improvement, we are seeking a more positive term. We would like your suggestions on alternatives for the word "limitation." Please look at the examples below of how we currently use the word "limitation."

"...the Commission conducted its yearly review of the limitations cited during school on-site evaluations."

"The institution's response to the limitations cited in the Team Report was received by NACCAS on May 30, 2003."

"The school received limitations under Standard III, Criterion 4 and Standard IV, Criterion 8, because all advertising of financial aid did not contain a qualifying statement that financial aid is available to only those who qualify."

"...the team shall present the strengths and limitations of the school in relation to each of the NACCAS Standards as described in the Visit Report."
